II. Problem Analysis:

Answer the following Six Basic Questions:

1. When is the student likely to engage in the problem behavior?    
     
2. What specific events or factors appear to be contributing to the student’s problem behavior?     
     
3. What function(s) do(es) the problem behavior seem to serve for the student?  

     
4. What might the student be communicating through the problem behavior?  

     
5. When is the student most successful, and therefore less likely to engage in the problem behavior?  
     
6. What other factors might be contributing to the student’s problem behavior?  

     
HYPOTHESES:  

A hypothesis statement is a succinct and specific statement that describes the relationship between the environment, and observed reality and possible causes.

Hypothesis statement:  When Austin perceives the need for a desired outcome or object, he acts aggressively and impulsively in order to gain escape, attention, or the desired outcome or object.

Prediction Statements:  

Prediction 1:  So, when Austin’s learns to listen to his body, breathe deep, count and other calming techniques, he may be better able to control his impulses.

Prediction 2:  So, when Austin’s language skills improve and he is able to express himself better, he may not reach a level of frustration that triggers his aggressive tendencies. 

Prediction 3:  So, when Austin has the opportunity to receive one-on-one or small group attention, his attention-seeking aggressive behaviors will diminish.

Prediction 4:  So, when Austin has the opportunity to learn social/emotional skills, his peer interaction will increase and improve, and his negative behavior will diminish.

Prediction 5:  So, when Austin has the opportunity to be evaluated by a behavioral specialist, psychiatric/medical issues may present themselves as factors in his behavior.
