Exchange of information is essential in understanding and making decisions about children and how they learn best.  For sure, listing a child’s strengths and needs for all team members to see and keep fresh in mind is one effective way to help the team make good decisions.  Having parents list options, which they would like to see in place to help their child be successful in school, can serve as a springboard for discussion and a point from which to negotiate.  Also helpful is having the parent(s) list concerns and fears about their child and/or situations the child may be in.  Once people state or hear these concerns, they can better understand all perspectives and take them into account when planning for the child.
